Visitors will enjoy the tour of the interiors of these historic homes
and delight in their afternoon stroll through Rock Island’ s premier
historic neighborhood

To many, Mother’s Day wouldn't be the same without the an-
nual tour of the beautiful homes and neighborhood d Broadway.
New to the tour thisis yea is the Victorian Fair which will have
demonstrations of Victorian era skills such as candle making,
soap making, and rug weaving, including sales of the aafts.
There will also be an dd-fashioned cakewalk and pie-eding corn-
test. These adivities as well as refreshments, a shady resting areg
and live music will be & “Broadway Square” located in the lot at
20th Stred and 8h Avenue. Other fedures of this yea’s tour will
be the cstumed adors who will portray each home's original
owner. A horse drawn cariage will add to the old-fashioned fes-
tivities and a historic trolley will run continuously through Broad-
way, with a narrated guide to the neighborhood Souvenir photos
of visitors enjoying a Victorian teg complete with Victorian hets,
shawls and parasols, will be taken at Broadway Square.

The Tour of Homes is from 11 AM to 5 PM on Sunday, May
12th. Admisson on the day of the tour is $1000 dmation per
person, with free almisgon for children under 13 acaompanied by
an adult.

Mother’s Day Tour of Homes Continued
Feaured Homes:

The George Oscar White House, 60323rd Sred

(1872 Italianate)

This house has had its dhare of ups and downs, with its begin-
nings as a rental property. It then became home to locd inventor
and manufadurer George White, who added grand architecural
detail to its design. Over the next century it fell into grea disre-
pair and was almost torn down. Now, after its complete restora-
tion, it is once ajain a gracdul and attradive home, with beauti-
ful colledions of antiques and coll edibles, as well as Lincoln and
Civil War memorabili a. (Donna Rogers, Owner)

The Leopdd Smon-William Shap McCombs House, 842 19th
Sred (C.1885FreeClasdc Queen Anne)

This home has one of the most attradive and historic interiors of
Broadway homes. This circa 1885 Queen Anne home retains the
fine detailing that is its legacy from its ealiest owners.  The
home was built by Leopdd Simon, a partner first in Simon &
Mosenfelder and then in Simon and Landauer, both men’s cloth-
ing stores known for fine tailoring and quality merchandise.
Simon sold the home to Williams McCombs, owner of Young
and McCombs Department Store. The home has original stained
glass, ornate fretwork, beautiful woodwork and many other
unique detail s. (Dave and Carla Dacn, Owners)

The Alexander Sted House, 725 13h Sred
(Circa1880ltalianate)

This multicolored Italianate house is home to three generations
of afamily. The gred-uncle occupies a small apartment located
in the origina front parlor and dining room of the house. His
gred niece ad her family have renovated the rest of the home for
their use. Visitors will admire the harlequin patterned tile work
and jewel toned detaili ng of the kitchen and the hand-painted clay
tiles and arched shower, tub and vanity surrounds of the refur-
bished bath. (Cara and Gary Garcia, owners.)

The Lucy Reyndds Channon House, 1710 Lincoln Court
(1915 Craftsman)

This Craftsman bungalow was once buried under aluminum sid-
ing and an enclosed front porch, which hid its charm and design.
After its Grea Unveiling in 1997, renovation began and now it is
once gyain a jewel in Broadway. A new kitchen and some room
changes gracethe interior, while aperiod style cariage house ad
terraced front yard enhance the exterior. The panoramic view
from the front porch is espedally pretty at night when the lights of
the Centennia Bridge shine over the Misdsdppi. (Diane Von Dre-

The Albert Dietrich Huesing House, 842 20th Sreed
(Circa1885ltdianate)

This was another Broadway home whase beauty was obscured by
aluminum siding and an enclosed front porch. A Grea Unveiling
in 1999was afirst step to itsreturn to its original beauty. Now the
exterior is highlighted with a multi colored paint scheme that draws
the eye to the achitedura details of the home. The home was
originaly built in about 1885 for Albert Dietrich Huesing, a
prominent Rock Island businessman and aderman. His name is
still familiar in the region today through a bottling business he
founded that retains his name, the A.D. Huesing Company, dis-
tributors of Pepsi products. (Deb and Paul Magnuson, owners)

The Anastasia Murphy House, 22072209 7th Avenue

(1879 Second Empire)

The Anastasia Murphy House is open to visitors as an added bo
nus. This brick double house, built between 1877 and 1879, is
Seaond Empire style. The interesting rocofline is made espedally
dramatic with the six triangular openings that pierce the mansard
roof, ead proteding a window above the two projeding bays. The
Engdlish basement raises the structure to a full four stories. The
Tuscan Group is converting the structure into four two-story Chi-
cago-style lofts, with a museum quality restoration of the exterior.
Visitorsto the 2001 Mother’'s Day Tour of Homes were ale to see
the home just as the Tuscan Group prepared to revitali ze the buil d-
ing. All were dismayed to see the deterioration of the striking
property. This yea’'s oppatunity to see afinished condominium
will be an exciting change from the stark conditions of just a yea
ago.
