  The tour features actors portraying interesting people buried at 
Chippiannock, with the characters speaking in lyrical vignettes 
of their lives in historic Rock Island.  All new characters and 
grave markers will be highlighted this year. 
 
  Four old Broadway neighbors will come to li fe this year.  Meet 
Holmes Hakes, a coal mine owner, who once lived in the house 
we now know as the Salvation Army Building on 7th Avenue.  
Methodist minister Robert Pearce built his home at 729 19th 
Street, just down the street from the department store owner 
Leopold Simon. And Irvin White, who lived in the home the 
First Lutheran Church now uses as its parish hall , will relate his 
experiences as a Depression era banker.   
 
  The guided tours will begin at 1 p.m. with the last tour leaving 
at 3:30.  Tours are expected to last 75 minutes and are walking 
tours on hil ly terrain.  A $3.00 admission fee is charged for 
adults, with children aged 12 and under going free. The event is 
sponsored by the Rock Island Preservation Commission and 
Chippiannock Cemetery Heritage Foundation.   
 
  Epitaphs began in 1994 in honor of Chippiannock Cemetery’s 
listing in the National Register of Historic Places due to its out-
standing historic landscaping, funerary art and architecture.
