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Broadway Board Meets
With City Officials

Wednesday, July 17, 2002 the BHDA Board Members and
spouses met with Mayor Mark Schwiebert, Chief of Police Terry
Dove and Alderman Evie White. The Board had requested an
informal meeting to share with city officials our concerns regard-
ing properties that are ongoing sources of aggravation and/or
trouble. Topics ranged from tenants who perpetually put their
garbage out after the collection has been made to properties that
verge on being derelict.

The positive aspect of property ownership is that it is private
property and most of the laws exist to protect that ownership.
The flip side is that it is very difficult with the current laws and
ordinances to take action against owners who allow their property
to fall into disrepair, or lease to tenants who have a lifestyle at
odds with the rest of the neighborhood.

Mayor Schwiebert noted that it might be possible to tweak the
ordinances to take into account some of the problems detailed in
the discussion.
Chief of Police Dove assured the group that the department is
aware of the problem residents, whether owners or tenants. He
will identify an officer who will be assigned to our neighborhood
as part of the Community Oriented Policing program. This offi-
cer will be the connection and advocate and will meet with the
neighborhood at the monthly board meetings as requested. The
Chief will work with the board to set up an initial meeting with
the officer assigned to Broadway.
The Chief also reminded us that a program is being started which
would train community residents to serve as civilian observers.
This would require a commitment of 16 hours a month in patrol-
ling the city as additional eyes and ears to the police department.
Three of the group signed up for the training.

This was a very positive meeting and it is expected to be the
starting point for an even better Broadway neighborhood.
