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Broadway Receives Rock Island
Preservation Society Award

The Broadway Historic District Association was honored with a
award from the Rock Island Preservation Society for the restoration
of the brick sidewalk on 23rd Street between 6th and 7th Avenues.
The award was presented by Rock Island Mayor Mark Schwiebert
before the city council meeting Monday, May 17, 2004. The restora-
tion project was completed in the Spring of 2003.

This award recognizes a very special and productive project initi-
ated by the Board of Directors of the Broadway Historic District to
restore one of the few public brick sidewalks remaining in Rock
Island. The 100-foot long, 5-foot wide, sidewalk, adjacent to a
greenspace that is privately owned but maintained for the use of
Broadway residents, had slowly sunk below the level of the sur-
rounding land.

The Board used this restoration as an opportunity to educate those
who want to learn how to lay brick sidewalks or patios. With help
from volunteer expert Dan Carothers of Kodiak Site Contractors,
Inc., the sidewalk was restored by lifting the bricks, leveling the
surrounding boulevard area, adding a stable substrate, relaying the
bricks and finally sweeping sand into the interstices.

The City of Rock Idand played a major role by waiving permit
fees and by providing the fine gravel substrate. Mr. Carothers and
Kodiak provided the equipment to remove the bricks, level the site,
and spread and compact the substrate.

All this work was just preparation for the time and labor intensive
brick laying. About 2000 bricks weighing severa pounds each were
lifted and carefully placed. It took a few weekends and many vol-
unteers both from Broadway and other Quad City communities.
Neighbor and Board member Bill Rowand donated vintage paving
brick from a nearby site to replace those broken and damaged.
