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Artist Gloria Burlingame, a Broadway resident, will lead this
year's art activities. Continuing the theme of increasing under-
standing and appreciation of one's surroundings through learnin

g about the architecture and history of significant neighborhood
structures, Ms. Burlingame has planned multiple activities for stu-
dents.

Sixth graders will be treated to a four-session art class entitled
“Ar(t)chitecture’. The class will open with instruction on archi-
tectural history, with special reference to homes in the Broadway
district. Students then will make drawings (blueprints) of the
homes they wish to build, construct them from cardboard, and
paint them. Volunteers from the Broadway neighborhood are help-
ing by preparing materials for the class.

Asapart of their study of the Civil War, Lincoln fifth graders will

focus attention on neighborhood homes with ties to the Civil War.
A walking tour to view nearby Civil War era structures, as well as
computer research, information from local experts regarding this
historical period, and a culminating art activity will round out the
study.

For all primary and intermediate students, Ms. Burlingame will
expand the neighborhood theme beyond architecture, and encour-
age children to incorporate neighborhood themes of personal inter-
est or supportive of classroom studies into the making of their own
individual collages.

A school/neighborhood celebration will be held on the Lincoln
School grounds on Wednesday, May 28, from 6:00 to 7:30 p.m. A
free picnic supper will be provided for al Lincoln students and
their families, Lincoln staff, and all people living within the Lin-
coln School boundary. The completed art projects will be show-
cased, and there will be games and activities for children.

Whitewater Junction is the new family aquatic center located at
Longview Park.

Whitewater Junction Policies

Re-entry

Guests who wish to leave and re-enter Whitewater Junction will
need to get wristbands, which are available at the admissions
desk. Wristbands that are damaged or taken off will not be hon-
ored. If guests fail to follow this procedure, they will be asked to
pay full admission to re-enter.

Age Requirement
Guests under the age of nine must be accompanied by an adult or
guardian. The adult or guardian must be 16 years or older.

Coolers
Coolers or outside food and beverage will not be permitted into
the facility.

Slide Requirements

Anyone wanting to use the dides must be a minimum of 48" tall.
In addition to the height requirement the drop dlides will also
require adeep end swim test.

Swim Diaper
Any child under three must wear a swim diaper. Diapers are
available for purchase at Whitewater Junction.

Y outh Groups/Day Camps

Y outh groups must be affiliated with an organization and have at
least 30 people. One counselor to eight children is required.
Groups must give two weeks notice prior to visitation. This spe-
cial group rate is available Monday through Friday, 11:30 a.m.
to 5 p.m. Whitewater Junction reserves the right to limit the
number of groups based on safety and security requirements.
The group rate is $4.00 per person.

City Offers 50/50 Program

The city of Rock Island will again be offering two cost sharing
programs for its citizens, the 50/50 Tree Planting Program and the
50/50 Sidewalk/Curb Replacement Program. These programs be-
gin in May, and will continue as long as there is sufficient fund-
ing.

The programs allow property owners to pay just 50% of the cost to
plant a new tree, or to replace sidewalk or curb in the public right-
of-way. Engineering Division staff will determine if boulevard
areas will accommodate the trees requested, and what sections of
public sidewalk and curb qualify for the respective programs.
Trees will be planted in the fall with follow-up maintenance in the
spring. The city will contract to plant the tree, place mulch, and

maintain the tree until it has been determined the tree is effec-
tively established.

The tree program currently has eight species to choose from, but
additional species can be submitted for review. The 12 approved
species include red maple, sugar maple, pin oak, red oak, ginkgo,
thornless honey locust, columnar (Norway) maple, Amur maple,
three-flowered maple, Shantung maple, witch hazel and little leaf
linden.

To participate in the 50/50 Tree Program or Sidewak/Curb Pro-
gram, property owners must call the Engineering Division of the
Public Works Department at 732-2200. Job parameters and cost
will be determined and then a bill will be sent to the property
owner to cover 50% of the cost. When the city has received pay-
ment from the property owner, this work will be scheduled with
the private contractor. Depending upon citizen enroliment and
timeliness in applying for these programs, every attempt will be
made to accomplish work prior to December 31, 2003.

Broadway volunteers replace bricks in the sidewalk on 23rd Street
between 6th and 7th Avenues.

The sidewalk
had been covered by up to afoot of dirt and sod for many years.
