Visitors may
begin their tour at Broadway Presbyterian Church, located at the
corner of 7" Avenue and 23° Stree. There, the church’s Bell
Choir and Choral Group will entertain visitors, while they enjoy a
seledion d holiday desserts and drinks. Visitors will then follow
the luminaries that light the sidewalks to the three residences that
are feaured on the tour.

The Beaddey House, the Rock Island Landmark located at 536
239 Stre, will be open for the first time since it was the 1998
Quad City Designer Show Home.  Bill and Wendy Rowand,
owners, have personalized the residence ad made it their home.
The 10-foat natural Christmas tree with white lights and ana-
ments ganning four generations of their family is the focal point
of their holiday déaor.

The home of Sue and Dan Carothers at 839 23 Stred has a
small sampling of Santa decorations and Sue’'s homemade quilts
displayed all yea around. For the holidays, though, their entire
colledion of Santa Claus primitives and vintage quilts are brought
out for use. Visitors will fed right at home in their inviting 1897
Queen Anne style home.

The 1904 Wagner House at the arner of 9" Avenue and 23°
Stred with its Classicd Reviva design, is one of the most reag-
nized and elegant homes in Rock Island. Suzanne Curry will
highlight the innate degance with the use of greenery and lights to
showcase the graceof her home. A Christmas treedecorated sim-
ply with lights and one thousand hand-crocheted snowflakes will
be feaured in the graceful foyer.

First Evangelicad Lutheran Church, located at 1600 28" Stred,
will also be holding an open house simultaneously with the Broad-
way holiday tour. All Broadway visitors are invited to enjoy a
freetour of the Parish House and church. The site of the dhurch
was originally the 1907 Prairie style home and cariage house of
Stuart Harper and his wife, GraceVelie Harper. Each room of the
Parish House has been adopted and will be decorated for the holi-
days by a different parish ministry or organization. The sanctuary
will be dearated with chrismons and Christmas trees. The First
Lutheran Church is cdebrating their 130" Anniversary.

Admission to the Broadway Holiday Tour, which includes re-
freshments, is $5.00 dmation per person.

Tickets may be
purchased at the beginning of the tour at the Broadway Presbyte-
rian Church.
