City Clean Up Week October 22-26 
 
The City of Rock Island Fall Clean Up Week will be held from 
October 22-26.  Brush and yard waste will be collected Monday, 
October 22, only. Yard waste (except brush and limbs) must be in 
two-ply paper yard waste bags with a City of Rock Island yard 
waste sticker attached to each bag. Brush should be bundled if 
possible. Bundles should not exceed two feet in diameter, 4 ½ 
feet in length, and weigh no more than 50 lbs. Bundled brush 
does not require a sticker. Yard waste mixed with regular house-
hold refuse will not be taken. Bulky items and refuse will be col-
lected on your regular refuse collection day, Tuesday – Friday, 
October 23 – 26, only. Containers should not be placed at any 
pick-up site any earlier than noon the day prior to pick-up and 
should be removed by noon the day after pick-up. Filled trash 
bags should not weigh more than 50 lbs. Wire fencing or loose 
material such as stone, gravel and dirt will not be collected. Medi-
cal sharps must be placed in sealed, puncture proof containers. 
Large appliances and tires will not be collected. (Call 1-800-917-
