Rock Island Considering New Rental Policies 
  The City aldermen voted to have the city attorney draft an ordi-
nance with policies, requirements and details to license and inspect 
apartments and rental houses at the August 9 meeting. 
  The new rental inspection program would: 

·  Require owners of all rental property to register their property 
with the city and have a valid license certificate allowing occu-
pancy. Annual registration would cost $25 per building. 

·  Provide a time frame for initial registration of properties after 
which a penalty would be assessed for non-registration. 

·  Conduct initial inspections through exterior checks. Those with 
apparent code violations would be scheduled for inside and outside 
inspections sooner than those appear to have no violations. 

·  Use the International Property Code as the standard for inspec-
tions. 

·  Two component fee structure with a flat per building licensing 
fee and an inspection fee assessed on a per unit basis. Fees to be $25 
per building for licensing and $15 per unit for inspections. The in-
spection fee will cover the initial inspection plus one follow-up to 
determine if code violations have been corrected. Inspections be-
yond the second will be charged at $50. (continued next column) 

Rental Policies (Continued) 
·  Accept inspection reports for federally subsidized property in 
lieu of city inspections. 

·  Use of a classification system that would allow less frequent 
inspection of those properties which have no or minor code viola-
tions. 
 
   The following system has been suggested: 
      *Class-A  -No violations, building inspected every four  years. 
      *Class-B  -Minor violations, building inspected every two years 
      *Class-C  -Major violations, building inspected every year 
      *Class-N -New construction, no inspection required for four                                            
           years after issuance of Certificate of Occupancy. 
 

·  Track program’s impact on the improvement of rental property. 

·  Review program costs and revenues. 

·  Continue to respond to and investigate complaints. 

·  Continue to use administrative hearings and circuit court sys-
tem to pursue property owners who don’ t fix code violations.
